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INTRODUCTION

The Parks and Environmental Services of Metro, a metropolitan service district organized under the laws of the
State of Oregon and the Metro Charter, located at 600 NE Grand Avenue, Portland, OR 97232-2736, is
requesting proposals for the M. James Gleason Boat Ramp Parking Lot / Restroom Project - Desigh &
Engineering. Proposals will be due as indicated on the RFP cover page.

Details concerning the project and proposal requirements are contained in this document.

BACKGROUND/HISTORY OF PROJECT

The M. James Gleason boat ramp facility was acquired by Metro from Multnomah County in 1996 in an exchange
of assets. The site is located along mile 109.4 on the Columbia River and at 4325 Marine Drive. The 18 acre site
includes a degraded 5 acre parking lot, two buildings currently being used by Marine Patrol for operations and a
ramp for launching boats and a floating dock for transient boat moorage and for anchoring boat houses used by
Marine Patrol and the Port of Portland. The City of Portland approved a conditional use master plan for the site to
improve the boat ramp, parking areas, construct a new Multhomah County Marine Patrol building and dock
facilities. This master plan conditional use permit expires in 2012. This project encompasses the last phase of the
improvements and will modernize the parking lot, include storm water treatment, provide landscaping, create
better circulation and add a small parking area to the east of the existing lot for additional car parking for beach
use. The site does not contain any permanent restrooms. The site is heavily used by the boating and fishing
community and for access to Broughton Beach.

PROPOSED SCOPE OF WORK/SCHEDULE

Metro is seeking proposals from qualified firms to complete design and engineering of the parking lots,
landscaping and restroom facilities. Metro will purchase a pre-fabricated four stall restroom facility through the
State of Oregon contract which will be included within the project scope to located the building and provide
services. A preliminary design has been prepared by the Oregon State Marine Board (OSMB) that shows
circulation, restroom locations and extent of the work area intended for the project. Because of previous work that
has been completed on the site, extensive survey and CAD information is available and the site layout and
circulation is complete. Very limited changes to the layout and design are anticipated. The grading plan will also
be provided by the OSMB. It is desirable to have design documents at 100% completion and permits obtained
before the Request for Bid for the construction phase of the project is released. All available information on the
project is being made available through Metro’'s FTP site
at:ftp://ftp.oreqonmetro.gov/pub/parks/MJGleasonBoatRamp.

Design and Engineering will include;

e Main boat parking lot, revised entrance drive off of Marine Drive and entry into the adjacent parking lot that
serves the portage building with a boat wash down area.

e Car parking lot east of the main boat parking lot and an ADA accessible path to the beach.

¢ Incorporate the pre-engineered 4 stall restroom facility with appropriate utility connections to this owner
provided building.

¢ Provide storm water treatment for both parking lots and meet the City of Portland’s landscape requirements

¢ Landscaping within the parking lots and the north slope of the dike on Marine Drive fronting the main parking lot
and along the frontage of the lots along Marine Drive.

e Construction plans and specifications for bidding and permit submittal.

¢ Provide permitting assistance as required by Metro’s construction manager.

o Limited construction administrative services; Metro will act as the construction manager.

All Proposers are hereby advised that Metro may solicit and secure background information based upon
the information, including references, provided in response to this RFP. By submission of a proposal all
Proposers agree to such activity and release Metro from all claims arising from such activity.

A. Limitation and Award: This RFP does not commit Metro to the award of a contract, nor to pay any costs
incurred in the preparation and submission of proposals in anticipation of a contract. Metro reserves the
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right to waive minor irregularities, accept or reject any or all proposals received as the result of this
request, negotiate with all qualified sources, or to cancel all or part of this RFP.

Billing Procedures: Proposers are informed that the billing procedures of the selected firm are subject to
the review and prior approval of Metro before reimbursement of services can occur. Contractor's invoices
shall include an itemized statement of the work done during the billing period, and will not be submitted
more frequently than once a month. Payment shall be made by Metro on a Net 30 day basis upon
approval of Contractor invoice.

Validity Period and Authority: The proposal shall be considered valid for a period of at least ninety (90)
days and shall contain a statement to that effect. The proposal shall contain the name, title, address, and
telephone number of an individual or individuals with authority to bind any company contacted during the
period in which Metro is evaluating the proposal.

Conflict of Interest. A Proposer filing a proposal thereby certifies that no officer, agent, or employee of
Metro or Metro has a pecuniary interest in this proposal or has participated in contract negotiations on
behalf of Metro; that the proposal is made in good faith without fraud, collusion, or connection of any kind
with any other Proposer for the same call for proposals; the Proposer is competing solely in its own behalf
without connection with, or obligation to, any undisclosed person or firm.

Equal Employment and Nondiscrimination Clause Metro and its contractors will not discriminate against
any person(s), employee or applicant for employment based on race, color, religion, sex, national origin,
age, marital status, familial status, gender identity, sexual orientation, disability for which a reasonable
accommodation can be made, or any other status protected by law. Metro fully complies with Title VI of
the Civil Rights Act of 1964 and related statutes and regulations in all programs and activities. For more
information, or to obtain a Title VI Complaint Form, see www.oregonmetro.gov.

Intergovernmental Cooperative Agreement Pursuant to ORS 279A and the Metro public contract code,
Metro participates in an Intergovernmental Cooperative Purchasing program by which other public
agencies shall have the ability to purchase the goods and services under the terms and conditions of this
awarded contract. Any such purchases shall be between the Contractor and the participating public
agency and shall not impact the Contractor’s obligation to Metro under this agreement. Any estimated
purchase volumes listed herein do not include volumes for other public agencies, and Metro makes no
guarantee as to their participation in any purchase. Any proposer may decline to extend the prices and
terms of this solicitation to any or all other public agencies upon execution of this contract. Unless the
proposer specifically declines to participate in the program by indicating this in their transmittal letter, the
proposer agrees to participate in the Intergovernmental Cooperative Purchasing program.

THIS AGREEMENT is between Metro, a metropolitan service district organized under the laws of the State of
Oregon and the Metro Charter, located at 600 N.E. Grand Avenue, Portland, OR 97232-2736, and Company Name,
referred to herein as "Contractor,” located at address, City, State Zip.

In exchange for the promises and other consideration set forth below, the parties agree as follows:

1. Duration. This personal services agreement shall be effective Month XX, 201X and shall remain in effect until and
including Month XX, 201X, unless terminated or extended as provided in this Agreement. IF CONTRACT IS SUBJECT
TO RENEWAL OR EXTENSION, INCLUDE SUCH LANGUAGE i.e. This agreement may be renewed or extended for XX
additional one-year periods at Metro’s sole discretion.

2. Scope of Work. Contractor shall provide all services and materials specified in the attached "Attachment A --
Scope of Work," which is incorporated into this Agreement by reference. All services and materials shall be provided by
Contractor in accordance with the Scope of Work, in a competent and professional manner. To the extent that the Scope
of Work contains additional contract provisions or waives any provision in the body of this Agreement, the Scope of Work
shall control.

3. Payment. Metro shall pay Contractor for services performed and materials delivered in the amount(s), manner
and at the time(s) specified in the Scope of Work for a maximum sum not to exceed XXXXXXX AND XX/100THS
DOLLARS ($XXXXXX.XX). Payment shall be made by Metro on a Net 30 day basis upon approval of Contractor invoice.

4. Insurance. Contractor shall purchase and maintain at the Contractor's expense, the following types of insurance,
covering the Contractor, its employees, and agents:
(&) The most recently approved ISO (Insurance Services Office) Commercial General Liability policy, or its
equivalent, written on an occurrence basis, with limits not less than $1,000,000 per occurrence and $1,000,000
aggregate. The policy will include coverage for bodily injury, property damage, personal injury, contractual liability,
premises and products/completed operations. Contractor’s coverage will be primary as respects Metro;
(b) Automobile insurance with coverage for bodily injury and property damage and with limits not less than minimum
of $1,000,000 per occurrence;
(c) Workers’ Compensation insurance meeting Oregon statutory requirements including Employer’s Liability with
limits not less than $500,000 per accident or disease; and
(d) Professional Liability Insurance, with limits of not less than $1,000,000 per occurrence, covering personal injury
and property damage arising from errors, omissions or malpractice.

Metro, its elected officials, departments, employees, and agents shall be named as ADDITIONAL INSUREDS on
Commercial General Liability and Automobile policies.

Contractor shall provide to Metro 30 days notice of any material change or policy cancellation.

Contractor shall provide Metro with a Certificate of Insurance complying with this article upon return of the Contractor
signed agreement to Metro.

5. Indemnification. Contractor shall indemnify and hold Metro, its agents, employees and elected officials harmless
from any and all claims, demands, damages, actions, losses and expenses, including attorney's fees, arising out of or in
any way connected with its performance of this Agreement, or with any patent infringement or copyright claims arising out
of the use of Contractor's designs or other materials by Metro and for any claims or disputes involving subcontractors.

6. Ownership of Documents and Maintenance of Records. Unless otherwise provided herein, all documents,
instruments and media of any nature produced by Contractor pursuant to this agreement are Work Products and are the
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property of Metro, including but not limited to: drawings, specifications, reports, scientific or theoretical modeling,
electronic media, computer software created or altered specifically for the purpose of completing the Scope of Work,
works of art and photographs. Unless otherwise provided herein, upon Metro request, Contractor shall promptly provide
Metro with an electronic version of all Work Products that have been produced or recorded in electronic media. Metro
and Contractor agree that all work Products are works made for hire and Contractor hereby conveys, transfers, and grants
to Metro all rights of reproduction and the copyright to all such Work Products.

a. Contractor and subcontractors shall maintain all fiscal records relating to such contracts in accordance with
generally accepted accounting principles. In addition, Contractor and subcontractors shall maintain any other records
necessary to clearly document:
(1) The performance of the contractor, including but not limited to the contractor’s compliance with contract
plans and specifications, compliance with fair contracting and employment programs, compliance with Oregon law
on the payment of wages and accelerated payment provisions; and compliance with any and all requirements
imposed on the contractor or subcontractor under the terms of the contract or subcontract;

(2) Any claims arising from or relating to the performance of the contractor or subcontractor under a public
contract;

3) Any cost and pricing data relating to the contract; and

4) Payments made to all suppliers and subcontractors.

b. Contractor and subcontractors shall maintain records for the longer period of (a.) six years from the date of final
completion of the contract to which the records relate or (b.) until the conclusion of any audit, controversy or litigation
arising out of or related to the contract.

c. Contractor and subcontractors shall make records available to Metro and its authorized representatives, including
but not limited to the staff of any Metro department and the staff of the Metro Auditor, within the boundaries of the
Metro region, at reasonable times and places regardless of whether litigation has been filed on any claims. If the
records are not made available within the boundaries of Metro, the Contractor or subcontractor agrees to bear all of
the costs for Metro employees, and any necessary consultants hired by Metro, including but not limited to the costs of
travel, per diem sums, salary, and any other expenses that Metro incurs, in sending its employees or consultants to
examine, audit, inspect, and copy those records. If the Contractor elects to have such records outside these
boundaries, the costs paid by the Contractor to Metro for inspection, auditing, examining and copying those records
shall not be recoverable costs in any legal proceeding.

d. Contractor and subcontractors authorize and permit Metro and its authorized representatives, including but not
limited to the staff of any Metro department and the staff of the Metro Auditor, to inspect, examine, copy and audit the
books and records of Contractor or subcontractor, including tax returns, financial statements, other financial
documents and any documents that may be placed in escrow according to any contract requirements. Metro shall
keep any such documents confidential to the extent permitted by Oregon law, subject to the provisions of section E.

e. Contractor and subcontractors agree to disclose the records requested by Metro and agree to the admission of
such records as evidence in any proceeding between Metro and the Contractor or subcontractor, including, but not
limited to, a court proceeding, arbitration, mediation or other alternative dispute resolution process.

f. Contractor and subcontractors agree that in the event such records disclose that Metro is owed any sum of
money or establish that any portion of any claim made against Metro is not warranted, the Contractor or subcontractor
shall pay all costs incurred by Metro in conducting the audit and inspection. Such costs may be withheld from any
sum that is due or that becomes due from Metro.

g. Failure of the Contractor or subcontractor to keep or disclose records as required by this document or any
solicitation document may result in debarment as a bidder or proposer for future Metro contracts as provided in ORS
279B.130 and Metro Code Section 2.04.070(c), or may result in a finding that the Contractor or subcontractor is not a
responsible bidder or proposer as provided in ORS 279B.110 and Metro Code Section 2.04.052.

7. Project Information. Contractor shall share all project information and fully cooperate with Metro, informing Metro
of all aspects of the project including actual or potential problems or defects. Contractor shall abstain from releasing any
information or project news without the prior and specific written approval of Metro.

8. Independent Contractor Status. Contractor shall be an independent contractor for all purposes and shall be
entitled only to the compensation provided for in this Agreement. Under no circumstances shall Contractor be considered
an employee of Metro. Contractor shall provide all tools or equipment necessary to carry out this Agreement, and shall
exercise complete control in achieving the results specified in the Scope of Work. Contractor is solely responsible for its
performance under this Agreement and the quality of its work; for obtaining and maintaining all licenses and certifications
necessary to carry out this Agreement; for payment of any fees, taxes, royalties, or other expenses necessary to complete
the work except as otherwise specified in the Scope of Work; and for meeting all other requirements of law in carrying out
this Agreement. Contractor shall identify and certify tax status and identification number through execution of IRS form
W-9 prior to submitting any request for payment to Metro.

9. Right to Withhold Payments. Metro shall have the right to withhold from payments due to Contractor such sums
as necessary, in Metro's sole opinion, to protect Metro against any loss, damage, or claim which may result from
Contractor's performance or failure to perform under this Agreement or the failure of Contractor to make proper payment
to any suppliers or subcontractors.

12. Assignment. This Agreement is binding on each party, its successors, assigns, and legal representatives and
may not, under any circumstance, be assigned or transferred by either party without Metro’s written consent.

13. Termination. This Agreement may be terminated by mutual consent of the parties. In addition, Metro may
terminate this Agreement by giving Contractor seven (7) days prior written notice of intent to terminate, without waiving
any claims or remedies it may have against Contractor. Termination shall not excuse payment for expenses properly
incurred prior to notice of termination, but neither party shall be liable for indirect or consequential damages arising from
termination under this section.

14. No Waiver of Claims. The failure to enforce any provision of this Agreement shall not constitute a waiver by
Metro of that or any other provision.

15. Moadification. Notwithstanding and succeeding any and all prior agreement(s) or practice(s), this Agreement
constitutes the entire Agreement between the parties, and may only be expressly modified in writing(s), signed by both
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parties. Metro may approve changes and modifications to the original contract, including deletions of work, order of
additional materials, and additional services reasonably related to the original work scope. Contractor may propose
changes in the work that Contractor believes are necessary, will result in higher quality work, improve safety, decrease
the amount of the contract, or otherwise result in a better or more efficient work product. If such changes are approved by
Metro, they shall be executed by written contract amendment signed by both parties. Such changes shall not relieve
Contractor of any obligation or warranty under the contract. No oral statements by either party shall modify or affect the
terms of the contract.

If the Recipient makes a false, fictitious, or fraudulent claim, statement,
submission, certification, assurance, or representation to the Federal Government or includes a false,
fictitious, or fraudulent statement or representation in any agreement with the Federal Government in
connection with a Project authorized under 49 U.S.C. chapter 53 or any other Federal law, the
Federal Government reserves the right to impose on the Recipient the penalties of 49 U.S.C.

§ 5323(l), 18 U.S.C. 8 1001, or other applicable Federal law to the extent the Federal Government
deems appropriate. [FTA Master Agreement §3.f]

F. Access to Records of Recipients and Subrecipients. The Recipient agrees to permit, and require its
subrecipients to permit, the U.S. Secretary of Transportation, the Comptroller General of the United
States, and, to the extent appropriate, the State, or their authorized representatives, upon their
request to inspect all Project work, materials, payrolls, and other data, and to audit the books,
records, and accounts of the Recipient and its subrecipients pertaining to the Project, as required by
49 U.S.C. § 5325(g).

G. Right of the Federal Government to Terminate. Upon written notice, the Recipient agrees that the

that the purposes of the laws authorizing the Project would not be adequately served by the
continuation of Federal assistance for the Project. The Recipient understands and agrees that any
failure to make reasonable progress on the Project or any violation of the Grant Agreement or
Cooperative Agreement for the Project, or this Master Agreement that endangers substantial
performance of the Project shall provide sufficient grounds for the Federal Government to terminate
the Grant Agreement or Cooperative Agreement for the Project. In general, termination of Federal
assistance for the Project will not invalidate obligations properly incurred by the Recipient before the
termination date to the extent those obligations cannot be canceled. If, however, the Federal
Government determines that the Recipient has willfully misused Federal assistance by failing to make
adequate progress, by failing to make reasonable and appropriate use of Project property, or by
failing to comply with the terms of the Grant Agreement or Cooperative Agreement for the Project
including this Master Agreement, the Federal Government reserves the right to require the Recipient
to refund the entire amount of Federal assistance provided for the Project or any lesser amount as
the Federal Government may determine.

Government Services,” 28 C.F.R. Part 35;

(5) U.S. DOJ regulations, “Nondiscrimination on the Basis of Disability by Public
Accommodations and in Commercial Facilities,” 28 C.F.R. Part 36;

(6) U.S. General Services Administration (U.S. GSA) regulations, “Accommodations for the
Physically Handicapped,” 41 C.F.R. Subpart 101-19;

(7) U.S. EEOC, “Regulations to Implement the Equal Employment Provisions of the Americans
with Disabilities Act,” 29 C.F.R. Part 1630;

(8) U.S. Federal Communications Commission regulations, “Telecommunications Relay
Services and Related Customer Premises Equipment for the Hearing and Speech Disabled,”
47 C.F.R. Part 64, Subpart F;

(9) U.S. ATBCB regulations, “Electronic and Information Technology Accessibility Standards,”
36 C.F.R. Part 1194;
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(10) FTA regulations, “Transportation for Elderly and Handicapped Persons,” 49 C.F.R.
Part 609; and

(11) Federal civil rights and nondiscrimination directives implementing the foregoing Federal
laws and regulations, except to the extent the Federal Government determines otherwise in
writing.

h.  Drug or Alcohol Abuse-Confidentiality and Other Civil Rights Protections. To the extent
applicable, the Recipient agrees to comply with the confidentiality and other civil rights protections of
the Drug Abuse Office and Treatment Act of 1972, as amended, 21 U.S.C. 88 1101 et seq., with the
Comprehensive Alcohol Abuse and Alcoholism Prevention, Treatment and Rehabilitation Act of 1970,
as amended, 42 U.S.C. 8§88 4541 et seq., and with the Public Health Service Act of 1912, as amended,
42 U.S.C. 88 201 et seq., and any amendments thereto.

i.  Access to Services for Persons with Limited English Proficiency. To the extent applicable and
except to the extent that FTA determines otherwise in writing, the Recipient agrees to facilitate
compliance with the policies of Executive Order No. 13166, “Improving Access to Services for
Persons with Limited English Proficiency,” 42 U.S.C. § 2000d-1 note, and with the provisions of U.S.
DOT Notice, “DOT Policy Guidance Concerning Recipients’ Responsibilities to Limited English
Proficiency (LEP) Persons,” 70 Fed. Reg. 74087, December 14, 2005.

j- Environmental Justice. The Recipient agrees to facilitate compliance with the policies of
Executive Order No. 12898, “Federal Actions to Address Environmental Justice in Minority
Populations and Low-Income Populations,” 42 U.S.C. § 4321 note, except to the extent that the
Federal Government determines otherwise in writing.

k. Other Nondiscrimination Laws. The Recipient agrees to comply with all applicable provisions of
other Federal laws and regulations, and follow applicable Federal directives pertaining to and
prohibiting discrimination, except to the extent the Federal Government determines otherwise in
writing. [FTA Master Agreement §12]

I. Fly America. The Recipient understands and agrees that the Federal Government will not participate
in the costs of international air transportation of any individuals involved in or property acquired for the
Project unless that air transportation is provided by U.S.-flag air carriers to the extent such service is
available, in compliance with section 5 of the International Air Transportation Fair Competitive
Practices Act of 1974, as amended, 49 U.S.C. § 40118, and U.S. GSA regulations, “Use of United
States Flag Air Carriers,” 41 C.F.R. 88 301-10.131 through 301-10.143. [FTA Master Agreement
814(c)]

J. Federal Standards. The Recipient agrees to comply with applicable third party procurement
requirements of 49 U.S.C. chapter 53 and other procurement requirements of Federal laws in effect
now or as amended to the extent applicable; with applicable U.S. DOT third party procurement
regulations at 49 C.F.R. § 18.36 or 49 C.F.R. 88 19.40 through 19.48, and with other applicable
Federal regulations pertaining to third party procurements and later amendments thereto. The
Recipient also agrees to follow the provisions of FTA Circular 4220.1F, “Third Party Contracting
Guidance,” November 1, 2008, and any later revision thereto, except to the extent FTA determines
otherwise in writing. The Recipient agrees that it may not use FTA assistance to support its third party
procurements unless there is satisfactory compliance with Federal laws and regulations. Although the
FTA “Best Practices Procurement Manual” provides additional third party contracting information, the
Recipient understands and agrees that the FTA “Best Practices Procurement Manual” is focused on
third party procurement processes and examples and may omit certain Federal requirements
applicable to specific third party contracts. [FTA Master Agreement 815(a)]
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K. Access to Third Party Contract Records. The Recipient agrees to require its third party contractors
and third party subcontractors at each tier to provide to the U.S. Secretary of Transportation and the
Comptroller General of the United States or their duly authorized representatives, access to all third
party contract records as required by 49 U.S.C. § 5325(g). The Recipient further agrees to require its
third party contractors and third party subcontractors, at each tier, to provide sufficient access to third
party procurement records as needed for compliance with Federal laws and regulations or to assure
proper Project management as determined by FTA. [FTA Master Agreement 815(t)]

L. Patent Rights.

a. General. If anyinvention, improvement, or discovery of the Recipient or of any subrecipient,
lessee, any third party contractor, or other participant at any tier of the Project is conceived or first
actually reduced to practice in the course of or under the Project, and that invention, improvement, or
discovery is patentable under the laws of the United States of America or any foreign country, the
Recipient agrees to notify FTA immediately and provide a detailed report in a format satisfactory to
FTA.

b. Federal Rights. The Recipient agrees that its rights and responsibilities, and those of each
subrecipient, each lessee, each third party contractor, or any other participant at any tier of the
Project, pertaining to that invention, improvement, or discovery will be determined in accordance with
applicable Federal laws and regulations, including any waiver thereof. Absent a determination in
writing to the contrary by the Federal Government, the Recipient agrees to transmit to FTA those
rights due the Federal Government in any invention, improvement, or discovery resulting from that
subagreement, third party contract, third party subcontract, or arrangement, as specified in

U.S. Department of Commerce regulations, “Rights to Inventions Made by Nonprofit Organizations
and Small Business Firms Under Government Grants, Contracts and Cooperative Agreements,”

37 C.F.R. Part 401 (implementing 35 U.S.C. 88 200 et seq.), irrespective of the status of the
Recipient, subrecipient, lessee, third party contractor or other participant in the Project (i.e., a large
business, small business, State government, State instrumentality, local government, Indian tribe,
nonprofit organization, institution of higher education, individual, etc.). [FTA Master Agreement §17]

M. Rights in Data and Copyrights.

a. Definition. The term “subject data,” as used in this Section 18 of this Master Agreement means
recorded information, whether or not copyrighted, that is delivered or specified to be delivered under
the Grant Agreement or Cooperative Agreement for the Project. Examples include, but are not limited
to: computer software, standards, specifications, engineering drawings and associated lists, process
sheets, manuals, technical reports, catalog item identifications, and related information. “Subject
data,” as used in this Section 18, does not include financial reports, cost analyses, or other similar
information used for Project administration.

b. General. The following restrictions apply to all subject data first produced in the performance of
the Grant Agreement or Cooperative Agreement for the Project:

(1) Except for its own internal use, the Recipient may not publish or reproduce subject data in
whole or in part, or in any manner or form, nor may the Recipient authorize others to do so,
without the prior written consent of the Federal Government, unless the Federal Government has
previously released or approved the release of such data to the public.
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(2) The restrictions on publication of Subsection 18.b(1) of this Master Agreement, however,
do not apply to a Grant Agreement or Cooperative Agreement with an institution of higher
learning.

c. Federal Rights in Data and Copyrights. The Recipient agrees to provide to the Federal
Government a royalty-free, non-exclusive, and irrevocable license to reproduce, publish, or otherwise
use, and to authorize others to use, for Federal Government purposes the subject data described in
this Subsection 18.c of this Master Agreement. As used herein, “for Federal Government purposes,”
means use only for the direct purposes of the Federal Government. Without the copyright owner's
consent, the Federal Government may not provide or otherwise extend to other parties the Federal
Government’s license to:

(1) Any subject data developed under the Grant Agreement or Cooperative Agreement for the
Project, or under a subagreement, lease, third party contract or other arrangement at any tier of
the Project, supported with Federal assistance derived from the Grant Agreement or Cooperative
Agreement for the Project, whether or not a copyright has been obtained; and

(2) Any rights of copyright to which a Recipient, subrecipient, lessee, third party contractor, or
other participant at any tier of the Project purchases ownership with Federal assistance.

d. Special Federal Rights in Data for Research, Development, Demonstration, and Special Studies
Projects. In general, FTA's purpose in providing Federal assistance for a research, development,
demonstration, or special studies Project is to increase transportation knowledge, rather than limit the
benefits of the Project to Project participants. Therefore, except to the extent that FTA determines
otherwise in writing, the Recipient of Federal assistance to support a research, development,
demonstration, or a special studies Project agrees that, in addition to the rights in data and copyrights
that it must provide to the Federal Government as set forth in Subsection 18.c of this Master
Agreement, FTA may make available to any FTA recipient, subrecipient, third party contractor, third
party subcontractor or other participant at any tier of the Project, either FTA's license in the copyright
to the subject data or a copy of the subject data. If the Project is not completed for any reason
whatsoever, all data developed under the Project shall become subject data as defined in

Subsection 18.a of this Master Agreement and shall be delivered as the Federal Government may
direct. This Subsection 18.d, however, does not apply to adaptations of automatic data processing
equipment or programs for the Recipient's use when the costs thereof are financed with Federal
funds for capital Projects.

e. Hold Harmless. Except as prohibited or otherwise limited by State law or except to the extent
that FTA determines otherwise in writing, upon request by the Federal Government, the Recipient
agrees to indemnify, save, and hold harmless the Federal Government and its officers, agents, and
employees acting within the scope of their official duties against any liability, including costs and
expenses, resulting from any willful or intentional violation by the Recipient of proprietary rights,
copyrights, or right of privacy, arising out of the publication, translation, reproduction, delivery, use, or
disposition of any data furnished under the Project. The Recipient shall not be required to indemnify
the Federal Government for any such liability caused by the wrongful acts of Federal employees or
agents.

f.  Restrictions on Access to Patent Rights. Nothing in Section 18 of this Master Agreement
pertaining to rights in data shall either imply a license to the Federal Government under any patent or
be construed to affect the scope of any license or other right otherwise granted to the Federal
Government under any patent.
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g. Data Developed Without Federal Funding or Support. In connection with the Project, the
Recipient may find it necessary to provide data to FTA developed without any Federal funding or
support by the Federal Government. The requirements of Subsections 18.b, 18.c, and 18.d of this
Master Agreement do not apply to data developed without Federal funding or support by the Federal
Government, even though that data may have been used in connection with the Project.
Nevertheless, the Recipient understands and agrees that the Federal Government will not be able to
protect data from unauthorized disclosure unless that data is clearly marked “Proprietary” or
“Confidential.”

h. Requirements to Release Data. To the extent required by U.S. DOT regulations, “Uniform
Administrative Requirements for Grants and Agreements with Institutions of Higher Education,
Hospitals, and Other Non-Profit Organizations,” at 49 C.F.R. § 19.36(d), or other Federal laws or
regulations, the Recipient understands and agrees that the data and information it submits to the
Federal Government may be required to be released in accordance with the Freedom of Information
Act (or another Federal law or regulation providing access to such records). [FTA Master Agreement
§18]

N. Air Quality. Except to the extent the Federal Government determines otherwise in writing, the
Recipient agrees to comply with all applicable Federal laws and regulations in accordance with
applicable Federal directives implementing the Clean Air Act, as amended, 42 U.S.C. 8§88 7401
through 7671q. Specifically:

(1) The Recipient agrees to comply with the applicable requirements of subsection 176(c) of
the Clean Air Act, 42 U.S.C. § 7506(c), consistent with the joint FHWA/FTA document, “Interim
Guidance for Implementing Key SAFETEA-LU Provisions on Planning, Environment, and Air Quality
for Joint FHWAJ/FTA Authorities,” dated September 2, 2005, and in accordance with any applicable
Federal directives that may be issued at a later date; to comply with U.S. EPA regulations,
“Conformity to State or Federal Implementation Plans of Transportation Plans, Programs, and
Projects Developed, Funded or Approved Under Title 23 US.C. or the Federal Transit Act,” 40 C.F.R.
Part 51, Subpart T; and “Determining Conformity of Federal Actions to State or Federal
Implementation Plans,” 40 C.F.R. Part 93, and to comply with any other applicable Federal conformity
regulations that may be promulgated at a later date. To support the requisite air quality conformity
finding for the Project, the Recipient agrees to implement each air quality mitigation or control
measure incorporated in the Project. The Recipient further agrees that any Project identified in an
applicable State Implementation Plan (SIP) as a Transportation Control Measure will be wholly
consistent with the design concept and scope of the Project described in the SIP.

(2) U.S. EPA also imposes requirements implementing the Clean Air Act, as amended, which
may apply to public transportation operators, particularly operators of large public transportation bus
fleets. Accordingly, the Recipient agrees to comply with the following U.S. EPA regulations to the
extent they apply to the Project: “Control of Air Pollution from Mobile Sources,” 40 C.F.R. Part 85;
“Control of Air Pollution from New and In-Use Motor Vehicles and New and In-Use Motor Vehicle
Engines,” 40 C.F.R. Part 86; and “Fuel Economy of Motor Vehicles,” 40 C.F.R. Part 600.

(3) The Recipient agrees to comply with the notice of violating facility provisions of section 306
of the Clean Air Act, as amended, 42 U.S.C. § 7414, and facilitate compliance with Executive Order
No. 11738, “Administration of the Clean Air Act and the Federal Water Pollution Control Act with
Respect to Federal Contracts, Grants, or Loans,” 42 U.S.C. § 7606 note. [FTA Master Agreement
§25(b)]

O. Clean Water. Except to the extent the Federal Government determines otherwise in writing, the
Recipient agrees to comply with all applicable Federal laws and regulations in accordance with
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applicable Federal directives implementing the Clean Water Act, as amended, 33 U.S.C. 8§ 1251
through 1377. Specifically:

(1) The Recipient agrees to protect underground sources of drinking water as provided by the
Safe Drinking Water Act of 1974, as amended, 42 U.S.C. 88 300f through 300j-6.

(2) The Recipient agrees to comply with the notice of violating facility provisions of section 508
of the Clean Water Act, as amended, 33 U.S.C. § 1368, and facilitate compliance with Executive
Order No. 11738, “Administration of the Clean Air Act and the Federal Water Pollution Control Act
with Respect to Federal Contracts, Grants, or Loans,” 42 U.S.C. § 7606 note. [FTA Master
Agreement §25(c)]

P. Energy Conservation.

The Recipient agrees to comply with applicable mandatory energy efficiency standards and policies
of applicable State energy conservation plans issued in accordance with the Energy Policy and
Conservation Act, as amended, 42 U.S.C. §8 6321 et seq., except to the extent that the Federal
Government determines otherwise in writing. To the extent applicable, the Recipient agrees to
perform an energy assessment for any building constructed, reconstructed, or modified with FTA
assistance, as provided in FTA regulations, “Requirements for Energy Assessments,” 49 C.F.R.
Part 622, Subpart C. [FTA Master Agreement §26]

Q. Disputes, Breaches, Defaults, or Other Litigation.

The Recipient agrees that FTA has a vested interest in the settlement of any dispute, breach, default,
or litigation involving the Project. Accordingly:

a. Notification to FTA. The Recipient agrees to notify FTA in writing of any current or prospective
major dispute, breach, default, or litigation that may affect the Federal Government's interests in the
Project or the Federal Government's administration or enforcement of Federal laws or regulations. If
the Recipient seeks to name the Federal Government as a party to litigation for any reason, in any
forum, the Recipient agrees to inform FTA in writing before doing so. Each notice to FTA under this
Section 53 of this Master Agreement shall be provided, at a minimum, to the FTA Regional Counsel
within whose Region the Recipient operates its public transportation system or implements the
Project.

b. FEederal Interest in Recovery. The Federal Government retains the right to a proportionate
share, based on the percentage of the Federal share awarded for the Project, of proceeds derived
from any third party recovery, except that the Recipient may return any liquidated damages recovered
to its Project Account in lieu of returning the Federal share to the Federal Government.

c. Enforcement. The Recipient agrees to pursue its legal rights and remedies available under any
third party contract or available under law or regulations.

d. FETA Concurrence. FTA reserves the right to concur in any compromise or settlement of any
claim involving the Project and the Recipient.

e. Alternative Dispute Resolution. FTA encourages the Recipient to use alternative dispute
resolution procedures, as may be appropriate. [FTA Master Agreement §53]

Language in paragraph (2) herein has been modified in accordance with Section 10 of the Lobbying
Disclosure Act of 1995 (P.L. 104-65, to be codified at 2 U.S.C. 1601, et seq.)]

(3) The undersigned shall require that the language of this certification be included in the award
documents for all subawards at all tiers (including subcontracts, subgrants, and contracts under
grants, loans, and cooperative agreements) and that all subrecipients shall certify and disclose
accordingly.

This certification is a material representation of fact upon which reliance was placed when this transaction
was made or entered into. Submission of this certification is a prerequisite for making or entering into this
transaction imposed by 31, U.S.C. 8 1352 (as amended by the Lobbying Disclosure Act of 1995). Any
person who fails to file the required certification shall be subject to a civil penalty of not less than $10,000
and not more than $100,000 for each such failure.
