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Please Note: The sample geographic areas for VMT are based on the 'Census Defined Urban Areas', and change every 10 years, as the census data changes. It is important to note that there is a time lag between
when the census data was collected, and the implementation of the new 'Census Defined Urban Area or Boundary'. In the above graph, the implementation of the 1990 Census boundary does not appear until 1993
for Portland, OR only - noted by the uptick in 1993. Likewise, the use of the new 2000 Census Boundary did not occur until 2004, for Portland, OR only - note a similar increase upward in the graph in 2004.

2009 Data Sources: The 2009 data for Portland, OR was received from the Oregon Highway Performance Monitoring Sytems (HPMS) office 6/8/10. Likewise, the information for Vancouver, WA was received
from the Washington State HPMS office, 6/29/10. While both sets of data were the official state submittals to the Federal Highway Administration's (FHWA) office in Washington, D.C.; the information is subject to
review by the FHWA, and may change by time the data is finalized and published, approximately in the October-December 2010 time period. At that time, the 2009 U.S. National Average should be available.
