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FORM C: GIS Submissions Worksheet
Background and purpose: The GIS submission worksheet informs the visualization, mapping, and analysis of transportation investments in the regional transportation plan (RTP). Digitized geographic information provides the basis for geospatial analyses, where spatially-based indicators can be measured to review how investments are supporting the goals and performance targets for the transportation system performance. For the RTP, having as accurate geospatial information for transportation investments are vital.  
Instructions: Project sponsors are required to submit GIS information for all projects being submitted for the 2014 RTP project solicitation. Metro staff has provided base data in shapefile and geodatabase (ArcGIS 10.1) formats on the RTP webpage to help project sponsors submit GIS information for RTP projects. The geodata includes all projects from the 2035 state and financially constrained project list. Projects which were included in the 2035 financially constrained and the state RTP project list does not need to resubmit GIS files – just refer to the current data by its METRO_PROJ number. Project sponsors are asked to review the existing digitized shape of project and provide any edits as appropriate.
Additionally the following other projects do not need to submit digitized GIS information:

· Regional programs
· Programmatic categories (except those which are being submitted as a itemized project)
Regional programs and programmatic categories must identify the program/project boundary (e.g. city boundary for a sidewalk program, UGB for a regional program). 

Geodatabase Instructions

The geodatabase and shapefiles contain Metro’s most recent RLIS street centerlines and all the projects from the 2035 financially constrained and state RTP project lists. Projects sponsors are to use the geodata and digitize the extent of their project (see below for examples) into shapefiles, which can be saved in the geodatabase. For existing projects, project sponsors can zoom into the general areas of the project and use the “identify tool” to find the existing project and make any extent or shape adjustments as necessary. Select and export the updated feature.  For new projects, project sponsors will digitize them. A. Linear Projects: Projects on roads, sidewalks, and other continuous paths associated with roadways should consist of RLIS street segments. Please select the RLIS street links the project comprises and export the feature titled with the project name.

B. Point projects: Projects that are in discreet locations (intersection improvements, signal timing, etc.) should be created as a point feature in a geodatabase or a shapefile and snapped to the street network. Please export the point feature titled with the project name.
C. Area projects: Transportation projects that do not conform to lines or points can be represented with a polygon. These include region-wide projects, or projects that are programmatic in nature. In these cases please submit a polygon of the project extent in a geodatabase or as a shapefile. For instance, if your project is to calibrate the signal timing in a city, you can submit the city boundary. Please export and submit the polygon feature titled with the project name. 
Shapefile Submission Instructions
For project sponsors which want to bypass using the geodatabase to modify or draw projects, direct submission of shapefiles are permitted. Shapefiles must be in the following coordinate system:
