Metro acknowledges that, although the Landil is not abligated by law to
‘submit such information, the Landfill is voluntarily obligating itself to do so pursuant to
this Agreerent. Metro also zecognizes that the Confidential Information may be a
“trade secret” and exempt from publi disclosure under Oregon law becausc it is
currently known only by ths Landfill, is used by the Landfill in its business, has
commercial value, and gives the Landfill a business advantage over competitors riot
possessing such information. The ability of competitors of the Landfill to obtain the
Confidential Information specified herein is not in the public interest because it detracts
from a relationship of trust that is nocessary for Metro to effectively carry out its solid
‘waste management fimetions. Metro hereby obligtes itselfin good faith not to disclose

Informatior to any person, partnership, firn, association, corparation, or other enity, or
to any person at Metzo who does not have a reasonable noed o obtain Confidential
Information for Metro's solid waste management purposes. Neither Mctro nor any
person at Metro shall use the Confidential Information specified i this secfion for

personal benefit.

c. Notwithstanding Sections 13a and 13b of this Agreement, Metra may use Confidential
Information for solid waste management purposes, including solid waste tracking and
forecasting, enforcement of the Metro Code, or assistance to other jurisdictions in
regulatory enforcement or other law enforcement. Metro may also use Confidential
Information in aggregations or summarics that may be released to the public, so long as.
itis not possible to ideatify from such aggregations or summaries the persons o other
entities generating and delivering waste to the Landfill o the types and quantities of
‘waste that specific persons or ofher éntitics gencrate or deliver to the Landfill, Metro
shall notify the Landfill within six (6) days of Metro's receipt of any other type of
request for Confidential Information from a third party. If the Landfill elocts to
challenge or appeal the relcase of Confidential Information, the Landfill shall assume
all responsibilities for such defense. Notwithstanding the above, Metro agrees to
cooperate with the Landfill in any challenge or appeal to a cout ordet, subpoena or
other applicable law requiring the release of Confidential Information. The
Landfill shall indemnify and hold Metro harmless for all costs and expense incurred in
the challenge or appeal to.the release of Confidential Information, including court and
appeal costs and attorneys' fees and expenses. Nothing in this paragraph is intended to
Tequire Metro to refuse to disclose Confidential Information afler a final order,
including any appeal, by a competent judicial authority.

(3)  Ifthe COO determines that the LandSill has failed to remedy a breach of this
Agreément, the Landfill shall pay Metro niot more than $500 per day until the
Landfill has remedied the breach. As an additional remedy, Metro shall be
entitled to recover its actial damages during all periods of breach.

(4) - The Parties shall resolve any dispute arising undet this scetion by following the
‘procedure for contested cases set forth in Metro Code Chapter 2.05. The Order
of ihe Metro Council is a final order that the Landfill may appeal by filing a
petition for writ of review.
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b, The Landfill shall resolve any claira that Metro has breached this Agreement by
following tho procedure for contested cases set forth in Metro Code Chapter 2.0. The
Order of the Metro Council i 2 final order that the Landfill may appeal by filing a
peition for writ of review.

15 Modification and Suspension.
The COO may modify or suspend this Agreement without notice as follows:

. Ifnecessary in the reasonsble opinion of the COO to protect the public health, safety, or
welfare, and in the case of &n emergency;

b. If Metro discovers that the Landfill knowingly accepted Prohibited Metro Area Waste
or misrepresented the nature or identification of Metro Area Waste; or

¢ If,duetoabinding decision by an arbitrator or court of competent jurisdiction, Metro:

(1) May be lisble for damages for allowing waste of a type specified in this
Agrooment to be disposed of at the Landfill; or

(2)  May no longer allow such waste to be disposed of at the Landfill.

16.  Termination.

a The Metro Council may terminate this Agreement for good cause upon passage of a
resolution specifying the action taken and the effective date, The Metro Council’s
adoption of an ordinance under the Metro Code to delete the Landfill from the list of
designated facilities shall constinitc good cause for termination of this Agreement. The
Landfill’s correction of a breach of this Agreement under Section 14 shall not constitute
good cause for termination of this Agreement.

termination shall commence no sooner than 30 days after the Landfill provides Metro
‘with written notice of the Landfill’s intent to terminate.

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Introduction and Purpose

Tualatin Valley Waste Recovery (TVWR) is a subsidiary of Hillsboro Landfill, Inc. (HLI)
and is located at 3205 SE Minter Bridge Rd. Hillsboro, OR 97123. HLI is owned and
operated by Waste Management of Oregon (WMO). The Material Recovery Facility (MRF)
will be located on the landfill property. In accordance with the variance that has been
granted by Metro, (Resolution No. 08-3989), WMO will commit to the following
Temporary Sort Plan.

1. The purpose of the Temporary Sort Plan is to establish procedures that allow for
accepting and processing select loads of mixed dry waste that are received by
Hillsboro Landsill.

2. This document will be supplemented with other permits, documents, reports, and
training material as needed.

Waste Receiving-Incoming Loads

When a commercial le enters the landfill, it will be inspected by the load

inspector for recoverable materials.

2. The scale technician will question the driver about the content and origin of the
load (inside or outside of Metro boundaries). If the load proves to contain a high
Ievel of recoverable materials, the scale technician will generate a point of sale
ticket for the TVWR business unit.

3. The scale technician will instruct the driver where to deposit the load and will
notify a TVWR employee by radio of the incoming load and its declared contents
for verification.

4. ATVWR employee will visually watch the deposit of loads from a safe distance for
suspicious/unacceptable material.

Sorting of Material
1. Once the material received at sorting area, a final inspection and off loading will
oceur.
2. The waste will be sorted using machines and/or hand Iabor. Excavators and
loaders will be used to sort the larger recoverable material
3. Material will be sorted and placed in designated containers. Materials targeted
for recovery will-be, if viable markets exist:
Wood
Metal
occ
Rigid plastics
Other recoverables (concrete, carpet pads, etc.)
Residual

1. Once the materials are sorted, the segregated materials are removed into
designated containers/areas and stored until shipped to market.

2. The residual from the sorted material will be loaded and scaled out of the TVWR
‘point of sale system, then into the Hillsboro Land(ill point of sale system. This
‘material will then be sent to the working face for disposal.
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3. A report will be generated monthly showing the total recovered commodities and
residual from this sort process.

Load Rejection Procedures
1. Signs at the Hillsboro Landfill gate list unacceptable waste. If unacceptable

‘material is identified before being unloaded, the load will be rejected; or if
possible the unacceptable material is removed from the load before unloading.

2. If unacceptable material is identified after a load is unloaded, the material is
reloaded onto the vehicle for removal from the site.

3. If unacceptable material is identified after a load is unioaded and the vehicle has
left the site the material will be isolated and/or cleaned up, as needed depending
on the unacceptable material, and removed to the appropriate site. The original
TVWR ticket for this load will be voided and the load will be re-ticketed to the
Hillsboro Landfill for disposal.

Safety and Training
1. All employees are trained on basic safety and their job duties upon hiring. WM

continually trains on safety and job/site requirements including site
environmental issues.

2. WM has an in-depth safety program that includes training and inspections. In
accordance with WM corporate guidance, operational staff is trained on various
safety topics at least monthly. Safety training is documented on site. The site
and district managers, as well as the regional safety manager are available to
respond to and address safety hazards.

3. TVWR supplies PPE, including but not limited to: high visibility vest, hardhat,
steel-toe boots, safety glasses, and gloves. Other PPE is supplied when needed.
Al visitors to the site are required to wear a high visibility vest and hardhat.

4. Should any unsafe conditions be identified, the sorting operations will be
temporarily suspended. Once the unsafe condition is corrected, the sorting
operation will resume.

5. The sorting process will be postponed should any severe weather conditions
happen during the sorting process. Once the weather clears, the sorting
operation will resume.

1. This sart process is scheduled to be in place by 01/01/2009 and run until
06/30/2009. However, should our permanent MRF facility be completed before
06/30/2009, this sort process will be relocated into the new MRF facility. At that
point, the temporary location for sorting will be decommissioned.
