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Q. What is the Enhanced Dry Waste Recovery Program (EDWRP)?
A. The Enhanced Dry Waste Recovery Program (EDWRP) was developed in 2007 by Metro in consultation with local governments, the solid waste industry and solid waste generators to increase the amount of material recovered from mixed dry waste and meet the state-mandated waste reduction goal for 2009 of 64 percent for Multnomah, Clackamas and Washington counties. As a result, Metro Code requires that beginning Jan. 1, 2009, all mixed dry waste generated in the region be delivered to a Metro-authorized material recovery facility (MRF) for processing prior to disposal.
Q.	What is the difference between dry waste and wet waste?  
A.	Dry waste, also known as non-putrescible, is comprised primarily of materials such as construction and demolition debris. Wet waste, or putrescible waste (also known as municipal solid waste), is comprised of typical household and business waste including food waste that decomposes rapidly and gives rise to foul smelling, offensive products. Decomposing food waste is capable of attracting and providing food for birds and potential disease vector such as rodents and flies. 
Q.	As a waste hauler or one that generates mixed dry waste, what changes can I anticipate as a result of EDWRP?
A. Under EDWRP, waste haulers, generators and construction groups operating within the Portland metropolitan area may experience changes in disposal options for construction and demolition debris.
· Dry waste will continue to be accepted at Metro’s two transfer stations and ten existing Metro-authorized MRFs after Dec. 31, 2008 (refer to list on reverse side of page). 
· A new MRF, Tualatin Valley Waste Recovery, has been constructed at the site of the Hillsboro Landfill and is authorized to accept mixed dry waste.
· The Lakeside Reclamation Landfill (Grabhorn) is no longer authorized to accept dry waste generated in the Metro region.
Q.	As a waste hauler that has been using the Hillsboro or Lakeside Reclamation landfills, will I need to find another location that accepts dry waste?
A.	Tualatin Valley Waste Recovery, co-located with the Hillsboro Landfill, is authorized to accept mixed dry waste. Other Metro-authorized MRFs are listed on the reverse side of this page.
Q.	If I choose to use separate containers for recycling my dry waste and minimize the amount of mixed debris I send off-site, where can I find more information about this recycling option? 
A.	Metro Recycling Information can help contractors recycle more of their job-site debris; answer waste-related questions and help callers find the closest material recovery facility.
